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» Congratulations on setting an ambitious bicycle modeshare
goal of 30% by 2035! Meeting this ambitious goal will

require a continued commitment to increase the time and
funding dedicated to bicycle-related improvements to your
programming, infrastructure, and land use.

» Develop a system of bicycle boulevards on Boulder's low
speed roads, utilizing quiet neighborhood streets, that creates
an attractive, convenient, and comfortable cycling environment
welcoming to cyclists of all ages and skill levels. Use the Bicycle
Boulevards section of the NACTO Urban Bikeway Design Guide
for design guidelines.

» Ensure that high speed and/or high volume roads do not
pose a barrier to bicycling in your community. Your application
indicated a lack of bicycle facilities on high speed roads. While
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it is possible that off-street trails and paths provide suitable
alternatives to those high speed roads, it is important that those
trails are connected to on-road facilities that allow people to
safely and comfortably reach their destinations.

» Build on the success of your Transportation Advisory Board
by creating an official Bicycle & Pedestrian Advisory Committee
(BPAC) for ongoing citizen input into the development of
important policies, plans, and projects specific to bicycling.
Ensure that the members of the committee reflect the diversity
and ability levels of cyclists in your community.

» Expand bike education programming for high school
students, including on-bike education. These efforts are
particularly important as students learn to drive and share the
road.
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
